Dining Dollars are a separate account that is housed
on your Gull Card along with your meal plan. They
can be used for purchases made at
any on-campus dining facility
and expire at the end of  each
semester. Each purchase made
with Dining Dollars is tax free
(a savings of  6%) and you may
check your balance on-line
at gullcard.salisbury.edu.
Your balance will also appear
at the bottom of  each sales
receipt after you make a
purchase.

Some meal plans come with
a set amount of  Dining Dollars.
But, any meal plan holder may purchase additional
Dining Dollars at any time during the semester at a
10% discount.

• Unlimited access to the Commons seven days

a week
• Four guest passes

discount)

C 12 Plus Plan
• 12 visits each week to the Commons* (Mon-Sun)
• $250 in Dining Dollars
• Two guest passes

D 10 Meal Plan
(Chesapeake Hall Residents and Commuter 
Students only).
• 10 visits each week to the Commons* (Mon-Sun)
• Two guest passes

E 5 Plus Plan
(Chesapeake Hall Residents and Commuter 
Students only).
